2006-2007 USO BUDGET

Several changes to the budget this year.  Here’s an explanation of those changes.


Decrease in line item 301 Telephone of $2,000 which was moved to line 700 Crisis Expenses.

Increase in line item 600 NSO Dues line of $2,500.  This amount is based on an anticipated dues increase that will be voted on at the 2007 NSO RA in June.
Increase in line item 601 NSO Crisis Fund Dues of $525.  This amount is based on the same $25 per person but an increase in our members from the last reported membership figures.

Increase in line item 700 Crisis Expense of $123,000.  This amount is based on and includes all expenses for a Crisis Headquarters in the event of a work stoppage.
Decrease in line item 702 Continuing Spokespersons Exp. of $10,000 which has been moved to line 702-A.

Decrease in line item 705 Bargaining Committee Exp. of $1,000 which has been moved to line 700-A.

Increase in line item 910 Hired Secretarial Payroll of $9,300.  This increases annually based on the payroll increase for the job based on the pay grade and step and the increased amount for MESSA Pak and payroll taxes.

This year three new line items have been added.

700-A Bargaining Expenses – ($40,000) This line item will pay for travel, lodging and meals for bargaining team members.
702-A Bargaining Team Spokespersons Exp. – ($32,000) This line item pays the stipends for the Bargaining Chief Spokespersons.

702-B Bargaining Team Member Exp. – ($77,314) This line item pays the stipends for the Bargaining Team Members.

All contingency reserves for bargaining have been moved within the budget.

This budget does include an increase in dues from the current 1.05% to 1.25%.  There has not been a dues increase since the current rate was proposed and approved for budget year 1999-2000 at the May 1999 Annual Meeting.
