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I know the rumor mill has begun regarding the situation at MEA.

 

A recommendation was made at the MEA Executive Committee meeting Friday night that includes a $77 dues increase along with the reduction of 48 staff positions.  Some of these cuts will to into effect this year.  The breakdown of the two-year plan is as follows:  4 manage-ment staff, 23 professional staff and 21 associate staff.

 


This recommendation still needs to go to the MEA Board for approval; the Board meets on January 24, 2003.

 

Remember, this is only a recommendation at this point.  The MEA Board needs to meet twice before anything can be implemented.  We don’t know what will happen at the Board level.  Also, the Spring RA could bring even more changes.

 

The above is what we know right now.  We will keep you informed as we hear any further develop-ments.
